In addition to attending rallies

in Texas, Robert, Bill and Roger took

a guyôstrip to Sturgis, South Dakota in

2006 to experience the largest rally in

the country. The journey there was no

picnic. Several tire blowouts on Billôs

travel trailer made for a long trip, but

one they would later laugh about.

Robertôs love for motor 

cycles led him to purchase two other 

bikes over the past few years. A 

Harley Davidson Ultra Classic (which I 

convinced him to buy for my comfort!) 

and later an American Ironhorse

custom chopper, his last motorcycle 

and his pride and joy. Robert was so 

proud of what he called his ñbar 

hopper.ò He loved the attention his 

custom skulls and chains chopper 

drew from riders as heôd pull up at his 

favorite riding destinations: The Spot, 

Captain Jacks or Noahôs Ark.  Robert 

won many bike shows with his 

Ironhorse and beamed when his bike 

was picked a favorite among Hooters 

girls and Houston Texans 

cheerleaders.
